Mr. Bunchana, as deputy minister of national development, has been in direct
charge of a wide variety of economic development activities involving cooperation between
Thailand and other governments and international agencies. He is involved in all
arrangements for Peace Corps programs in Thailand.

He is a member of the Siam Society, distinguished intellectual organization in
Thailand, and the Thai Bar Association. He received a A.M. degree at 1.U. in 1957 as
a participant in the 1.U.- Thammasat University program for the development of public
administration in his country.

He has served as a teacher of financial administration in the Institute of Public
Administration at Thammasat University, and is author of a text in his field. He recently
became the first rector of the National Institute of Development Administration, which
is allied to LU. through the Midwest Universities Consortium.

Mr. Greenough. a native of Indianapolis, received a A.B. degree from LU. in
1935. He holds A.m. and Ph.D. degrees from Harvard University. At Indiana he served
as assistant to the dean of business, assistant to the president, and director of the personnel
division before joining the Teachers Insurance and Annuity Association in 1941. He
became chairman and chief executive officer in 1963. He holds the same position with
the separate College Retirement Equities Fund which he was instrumental in designing.

He is author of two books, “College Retirement and Insurance Plans” and “A
New Approach to Retirement Income.” The latter won for him the 1960 Elisur Wright
prize of the American Association of University Teachers of Insurance.

Task force chairman.

Mr. Samuelson, a native of Gary, holds degrees from the University of Chicago
and Harvard. A member of the MIT faculty since 1940, he became a consultant to the
National Resources Planning Board in 1941, to War Production Board in 1945, to the
U.S. Treasury in 1945, and to the Rand Corp, in 1949.

He was chairman of the special task force which outlined the economic program
of the Kennedy administration, was a personal advisor to President Kennedy, and a
consultant to the President’s Council of Economic Advisors. President Johnson asked
him to chair his task force on sustaining prosperity.

He is the author of a number of economic textbooks, including *Economics:
An Introductory Analysis,” which has sold more than a million copies throughout the
world. A world traveling lecturer, he has served as president of the Econometric Society
and the Economic Association.

Has 100 patents.

Mr. Sparks, a native of Wilkinson, Ind., holds A.B. and A.M. degrees from
Indiana. His doctorate is from the University of Ilinois.

Although known primarily for his work on butyl rubber, of which he and R.M.
Thomas are co-inventors, he has written more than 100 patents on other products such
as petro-chemicals, plastics, and vegetable oils. Much of the work being done today
in rubber technology is a direct outgrowth of his early work.
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He has served as chairman of the National Reseach Council’s Division of Chemistry
and Chemical Technology, and as adviser to the U.S. Departments of Agriculture and
State. He is currently president of the American Chemical Society.

His outstanding contributions have won him the Gold Medal of the American
Institute of Chemists, the Goodyear Medal of the ACS Division of Rubber Industry, the
Perkin Medal from the American Section of the Society of the Chemical Industry, and
the Priestly Medal of the American Chemical Society.

Received threats.

Judge Stout taught school in her native Oklahoma after receiving a degree in
music from the University of Illinois in 1939. In 1942 she was married to Charles
O. Stout, who is now dean of mechanical industries at Maryland State College. After
military service Dean Stout returned to I.U. to receive M.S. and Ph.D. degrees.

, During this period, Mrs. Stout took up the study of law, receiving the J.D. from
Indiana in 1948 and the LL.M. in 1954,

Before passing the Pennsylvania Bar examination in 1954, she served five years
as administrative assistant to U.S. Circuit Judge William H. Hastie.

She became an assistant district attorney in 1956, and a year later was promoted
to head the appeals, pardons and paroles divisions. In September 1959, she was appointed
to the bench, two months before she won election to a full 10-year term.

As judge of the County Court of Philadelphia she is the first Negro woman
elected judge in the U.S. h

Her vigorous campaign to combat juvenile delinquency through stern enforcement
of the law and through sound educational measures has attracted world-wide attention.

LU. Graduates Told To Tackle World’s Ills

Bloomington, Ind.—Indiana
_University President Elvis J.
Stahr vesterday urged the 4,-
853 graduates of the class of
1966 not to waste time blam-
ing their elders for the world’s
ills, but to join their ranks in
overcoming these problems.

“There are few of society’s
problems which will not yield
‘when men stand shoulder to
shoulder,” Stahr told LU.s
137th graduating class at com-
mencement exercises in the
school's new 48,000-seat sta-
dium.

“IT IS THE fashion now to
blame the older generation for
all the ills that trouhble the
young,” Stahr said. ““I believe
it is dangerously misleading to
encourage a belief that insin-
cerity and sham spawned to-
day’s dilemmas or that most
American adults suffer from
grave moral shortcomings.”

Dr. Stahr pointed out that
it took imagination and enter-
prise to prepare in the last
decade for the tremendous
numbers who would seek a
college education in this dec-
ade and to make scholarships,
fellowships and loans avail-
able to them in abundance.

“IT TOOK energy and fiber
to get a college education dur-
ing the Depression years. It
took courage and denial to
fight in defense of a freedom
threatened by far-away dicta-
tors. It took a strong sense of
social responsibility and jus-
tice to initiate social reforms
which are now taken for
granted—an event denigrated
because they did not instantly
accomplish the whole, diffi-
cult task,” he said.

He added it also took sac-
rifice and dedication for large
numbers of American techni-
cians and profesdonal per-
sonnel to undertake assistance
to the developing nations,

“I do not believe that the
adult generation has failed

Mr. Prime Minister:

On behalf of myself, faculty members, and officers of the National Institute of
Development Administration, permit me to express our deep appreciation of your kind
and continuous support for the establishment of the Institute right from the beginning to
the enactment of the Act that brought it into existence on March 31, 1966. In presiding
over the inaugural ceremony today, you have shown further kindness and accorded a great
honor to the Institute.

At this opportunity, Mr. Prime Minister, allow me to present a summary report
on the background development, current activities and contemplated plan and programs
of the Institute.

As you are well aware, one of the most important policy objectives of the
Government is national growth and progress. In achieving this objective, it is most desirable
that work in various spheres of national development be efficiently executed. In order
to ensure an efficient execution of all work to be undertaken, it is imperative for the
country to have adequate supply of well-trained administrators, business managers,
development economists and applied statisticians as well as an institute of higher learning
which could carry out research and provide training and development documentation
services in a highly efficient manner. In recognition of these facts, the Government set
up a committee to find ways and means of establishing an institute of training in
development administration at a high level. The committee was chaired by H.R.H.
Major General Krommamuen Naradhip Bongsaprapandh, Deputy Prime Mitister, and
had such qualified persons as Dr. Malai Huvanandha, former Dean of the Institute of
Public Administration, Thammasat University, as its members. At that time, Mr. Prime
Minister, you were Rector of Thammasat University and later on became Chairman of its
Board of Trustees, the post which you are still holding now. In those two capacities,
you had been giving a kind and unwavering support to the establishment of the Institute.
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The establishing committee earlier referred to met periodically, beginning from August
10, 1962. In the course of its functioning, some of its members were active in seeking
cooperation from public organization and private individuals, particularly from the Ford
Foundation which has its regional office at Kuala Lumpur. For technical cooperation
purposes, the contact was also established with the head office of the Ford Foundation
in New York, the United States Agency for International Development, and certain experts
like Dr. Stacy May who, under the sponsorship of the Rockefeller Foundation, carried
out a study of the Thai economy and submitted his report to the Thai Government in
accordance with the wish of His Majesty the King. The organizations and individuals
thus contacted had been all helpful and extremely cooperative. Specifically, the Ford
Foundation has agreed to provide U.S. $ 928,000 worth of assistance to the Institute for
the first two years, whereas the Agency for International Development has been willing
to approve an initial grant amounting to 15 million baht of counterpart funds for the
financing of subsidy to researchers of the Institute. The establishing committee submitted
regularly its progress reports to the Cabinet and occasionally asked the latter for decisions
on whatever matters it deemed appropriate. Eventually, a Bill for the Establishment of
the Institute of Development Administration was successfully drafted and submitted to
the Cabinet for approval. The Bill was subsequently approved by the Cabinet and
passed by the Constituent Assembly. Together with other related legislations, the Act of
Establishment of the Institute of Development Administration came into effect on April
1, 1966. With the completion of legal formalities, the first Rector of the Institute was
appointed to carry on the work from April 27, 1966 onwards. The success that has
been achieved in the establishment of the Institute could largely be attributed to the
participation and efforts of the establishing committee, the Ford Foundation, and the
A.LD., and also to your most willing support.

Subsequent to the appointment of the Rector, the Institute has made every effort
to expedite the transfer of work from other agencies, the recruitment of faculty members.
and other personnel, the operation of technical assistance projects under the agreement
with the Ford Foundation, the expansion of physical facilities, the preparation of
supplementary budget, the preparation of regulations and curricula for various courses of
study and training. Up to the present time, the Institute has achieved the following,
progress in its initial operations:

1. Expansion of Physical Facilities The Institute has invited tenders for the
construction of its first new building at Klong Chan, Bang Kapi District. This construc-
tion will be financed by the budget funds of 5 million baht that has been allocated for
the purpose. It is expected that the building will be completed in time for the first
semestor of academic year 1967.

2. Supplementary Budget The Institute requested for additional funds for its

operations under the Government’s Supplementary Budget of 1966. This was granted
under the Supplementary Budget Appropriations Act of 1966.
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3. Preparation of Rules and Regulations The Institute is in the process of drawing
up rules and regulations which are deemed necessary for its operations. Most of the rules
and regulations thus being drawn up should come into force not later than three months

from now.
4. Ogranization and Operation of Various Schools and Centers under the Institute

The Institute is divided into four schools and three centers. The organization
and operation of these schools and centers have shown the following progresses:

a. School of Public Administration The Institute has completed the transfer of
work from the Institute of Public Administration, Thammasat University, to its School of
Public Administration.

b. School of Business Administration This is a new faculty. It is now in the
process of recruiting faculty members and other personnel, making preparation for technical
assistance from the Ford Foundation, and drawing up curricula for its courses of study
and training. It is expected that this faculty will be able to admit students for the first
time in the first semester of academic year 1967.

¢. School of Development Economics This is another new faculty of the Institute.
It is intended to operate Master Degree and Diploma programs of study as well as short
courses of training in development economics. It is now in the process of recruiting
faculty members and other personnel, making preparation for technical assistance from

the Ford Foundation, and drawing up curricula for its courses of study and training. It
is expected that this faculty will be able to open the six-month course of training in
economic development for the benefit of the seventh group of government officials in
August, 1966. The Institute has taken over the management of this course from the
Office of National Economic Development Board. As regards the Master Degree Program,
the first class is expected to be opened in the first semester of academic year 1967.

d. School of Applied Statistics This is also a new faculty. It is intended to
operate Master Degree and Diploma programs of study as well as short courses of
training in statistics. It is now in the proeess of recruiting faculty members and other
personnel, making preparation for technical assistance from the Ford Foundation, and
drawing up curricula for its courses of study and training. This faculty is in the
position to open immediately the Diploma course of study and the short course of training
in statistics that it has taken over from the National Statistical Office. With respect to
the course of study under the Master Degree program, the first class is expected to be
opened in the first semester of academic year 1967. Due consideration will be given to
further expansion of the Diploma and other undergraduate courses of study in statistics.

€. Research Center The Institute has completed the transfer of research activities

of the Institute of Public Administration, Thammasat University, to its Research Center
In view of the continuity of the operation that has begun since 1955, the Research Center
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has a reasonable number of qualified researchers to carry on the work under its existing
and extended programs. It is, however, now planning to expand its research and other
personnel to meet the increasing and more diverse needs for research and related services
that have been brought about by the emergence of new fields of academic and professional
pursuits under the Institute.

f. Training Center The Institute has completed the transfer of training activities
of the Institute of Public Administration to its Training Center. The Training Center will
continue to give training to government officials and provide services for training purposes
to government departments and agencies as did the Institute of Public Administration.
It is, however, now planning to expand its teaching and other personnel to meet the
increasing and more diverse needs for training and related services that have been
brought about by the emergence of new fields of academic and professional pursuits
under the Institute.

&. Development Documentation Center The Institute has completed the transfer of
library and decumentation activities of the Institute of Public Administration to its
Development Documentation Center. In the field of public administration, the
Development Documentation Center could provide a high standard of library and
documentation services right from the very beginning of the operation of the Institute.
With respect to the new fields of study and training, it is now planning to expand
personnel and physical facilities with a view to providing and acceptable standard of
services within a reasonable period of time.

h. Assistance from the Ford Foundation According to the agreement on technical
cooperation between the Thai Government and the Ford Foundation, the latter will
provide U.S. § 928,000 worth of technical assistance to the Institute for the first two
years. Out of this amount, the Institute will receive’ 10 man/year of services of
American professors and advisors who are specialists in various fields of academic and
professional training, and 34 man/year of fellowships for the study and training of its.
faculty members in the United States. Besides, the Institute will also receive a quantity
of equipments for teaching and training purposes. At the present time, the Institute is.
selecting suitable candidates for faculty membership for further study and training in
the United States. It is also taking steps to secure the services of professors and
advisors from Indiana University, University of Wisconsin, Michigan State University
and University of Illinois. These universities have formed themselves into a consortium.
for the purpose of providing technical assistance to the Institute under their agreement.
with the Ford Foundation. It is the expectation of the Institute that the candidates.
selected for further study will arrive in the United States in time to begin their study
in the semester beginning in next September, and that the professors and advisors.
requested from the American Universities will arrive in Thailand in next August.
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In implementing the plan and programs for a successful operation of the
Institute, I fully appreciate the magnitude of the task to be undertaken, the numerous
problems to be solved and the many difficulties to be overcome. Apart from recruiting
highly qualified persons to help operate the Institute as faculty members and
administrative officers at the early stage of development, every attempt must be made
to expand the scope and upgrade the quality of research and teaching to the level of
efficiency that could compare favorably with that of comparable institutions of higher
learning in advanced countries. This could be achieved only with a high standard of
perseverance, devotion and sacrifice on the part of administrators, faculty members and
officers of the Instittute. Given the government’s support, the Ford Foundation’s
assistance and the interest shown by universities, institutions of learning and private
individuals both at home and abroad, the progress that has been made up to now
provides a good reason for the belief that the Institute will be able to remove whatever
obstacles experienced and carry on the work to its successful conclusion as planned.
Apart from making available adequate supply of highly - trained technical and professional
manpower needed for accelerated development of the country, it is the hope of the
Institute that it will be able to provide reliable facts and information for policy and
operational decision making of executives in government and business who are engaged
in those spheres of endeavor which could make significant impact on the promotion of
growth and progress of the country.

Now it is an auspicious moment, Mr. Prime Minister, I have the honor to
invite you to officiate on the opening of the National Institute of Development
Administration to signify an augury of its ever lasting felicities.

Mr. Rector, Professors, Faculty Members, Ladies and Gentlemen :

It is my great pleasure to have the opportunity to preside over the inaugural
ceremony of the National Institute of Development Administration today. This is one
of the most important institutions of higher learning of Thailand. The Government has
decided to establish this Institute with the aim of expanding the scope and upgrading
the standards of academic and professional training in the fields of public administration,
business administration, development economics and applied statistics which are
extremely. essential to the development of the country. It is also the intention of the
government that this Institute be built up to a high standard of efficiency consistent
with the need to provide quality services in the areas of research, training and
development documentation. If the Institute could operate as successfully as intended,
it would not be too high a hope that its graduates would, by virtue of their leadership
and initiative, be playing important roles in national development enterprises of
government and business. The services of the Institute could make a positive impact
on the promotion of economic growth and social progress of the country. I am very
delighted to have been able to associate myself with the establishment of the Institute
from the very beginning and would be willing to give whatever further support
necessary for its future growth and progress

It is very reassuring for me to have learned from the Rector that the Institute
has been making a steady progress in its early stage of operation. I must thank all the
organizations and individuals that have taken part in the establishment and operation
of the Institute up to the present time, particularly the Ford Foundation and the Agency
for International Development of the United States that have been very helpful all
along. I am confident that the U.S. $ 928,000 worth of assistance from the Ford
Foundation in collaboration with the famous American universities under the first
two-year program, together with the 15 million baht counterpart funds for research
promotion approved by the A.LD., should help strengthen the Institute in a satisfactory
manner.
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I am in full agreement with the Rector that building an institution of higher
learning is a big task which entails numerous problems and difficulties. Those who are
responsible for its management and operations must dedicate themselves to the ideal of
untiring self- sacrifice for the cause of public good. I believe such an ideal could make
a more significant impact on the performances of faculty members and officers of the
Institute than economic and other incentives which could be made available by the
Government under the present economic circumstances of the country. Although the
Institute has so far made a satisfactory progress as intended, it must be borne in mind
that we have a long way to go yet. The Institute has much more work to accomplish
and many obstacles to remove, not to mention the numerous problems to solve at this
initial stage of development. I earnestly ask all of you to exercise constant care,
industry and wisdom in the performance of your functions and responsibilities so that

this Institute could make maximum contributions to the growth and progress of our
beloved country.,

At this auspicious moment, I declare the National Institute of Development
Administration open. I wish it every success and glory.
